Parade Rules

The Parade Chairpersons/Marshals will be in charge and reserve the right to dismiss
any entrant who does not abide by parade rules. The parade Chairpersons/Marshals
have the right to accept, reject, reclassify or remove any unit.

No material may be thrown, discarded or sprayed by or from any entry

Entries having children must provide parents or other adult chaperones to supervise.

All living things on a moving entry must be secured. No one is allowed to ride on a
running board, hood, roof or vehicle fender.
